Roof Renovation: Addressing storm-related roof leaks.

Window Replacement/Renovation: Enhancing safety and energy efficiency with new windows.

Fire and CO Alarm: Installation of advanced fire and carbon monoxide alarm systems.

Interior Painting: Creating a brighter, more appealing workspace.

Air Conditioning Update: Reducing energy consumption and improving security with updated HVAC.
Office/Conference Room Expansion: Providing space for meetings, training, and counseling.
Enhanced Security: New fencing and entrance gates to bolster security.

Electrical Upgrades: Ensuring NEC compliance with upgraded panels and outlets.
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Exterior Restoration: Repairing damaged exterior brick and block sections.
10. Safety Improvements: Adding safety line striping inside bays for equipment organization.

The Highway Garage houses equipment valued at approximately $6,000,000.00, vital for responding to winter
weather and storms. These renovations will safeguard this valuable equipment while enhancing the workplace
for our dedicated employees.
